Set Up

Method 1: Via the WPS Button
1. Activate the WPS function on your router by
pressing the WPS button.

Note: If you don't know how to do, refer to your router's
user manual, or you can use other methods to set it up.

The WPS button might
look like one of these:
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2. Within 2 minutes, press the WPS button on the
extender for 1 second, and the = LED starts
blinking. Wait for the 2 LED, 2.4GHz LED, and
5GHz LED to turn solid blue, indicating a
successful connection.

Note: If only the 2.4GHz or 5GHz LED is solid blue, check to
see if the router has both 2.4GHz and 5GHz turned on. If
both are turned on, try WPS again or use other methods.
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3. Done. You can connect to the extender's Wi-Fi.

3. Tap the 4 button and select Add a Range Extender.

1. Plug in the extender about halfway between your router and the Wi-Fi dead zone. The
location you choose must be within the range of your router.
2. Wait for about 2 minutes until the 2 LED turns solid blue. If it doesn't, relocate the

extender closer to the router to achieve better signal quality.
